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Focus 1 this Term — Gymnastics

In this unit pupils learn explore and develop basic gymnastic actions on the floor and using apparatus. They develop
gymnastic skills of jumping, rolling, balancing and travelling individually and in combination to create short sequences
and movement phrases. Pupils develop an awareness of compositional devices when creating sequences to include
the use of shapes, levels and directions. They learn to work safely with and around others and whilst using apparatus.
Pupils are given opportunities to provide feedback to others and recognise elements of high-quality performance.

In this unit pupils develop their sending and receiving skills including throwing and catching, rolling, kicking,
tracking and stopping a ball. Pupils will be given opportunities to work with a range of different sized balls. They
will apply their skills individually, in pairs and in small groups and begin to organise and self-manage their own
activities. They will understand the importance of abiding by the rules to keep themselves and others safe.
