PE 

Focus 1 this Term – Gymnastics  

Character Values – Responsibility – Co-Operation 

In this unit pupils learn explore and develop basic gymnastic actions on the floor and using apparatus. They develop gymnastic skills 

of jumping, rolling, balancing and travelling individually and in combination to create short sequences and movement phrases. 

Pupils develop an awareness of compositional devices when creating sequences to include the use of shapes, levels and directions. 

They learn to work safely with and around others and whilst using apparatus. Pupils are given opportunities to provide feedback to 

others and recognise elements of high-quality performance 

 

Focus 2 this Term – Fundamental Movement Skills 

Character Values – Responsibility – Co-Operation 

In this unit pupils will explore the fundamental skills of balancing, running, changing direction, jumping, hopping and skipping. They 

will explore these skills in isolation as well as in combination. Pupils will be given opportunities to identify areas of strength and 

areas for improvement. Pupils will work collaboratively with others, taking turns and sharing ideas 

 

Arabic Studies 

 

Consolidation of Year 1 learning & My Family: During Autumn term, pupils in year 2 begin by consolidating Year 1 learning through 

revisits, quizzes, and role-play. Pupils will progress onto learning about ‘My Family’ where they will identify words relating to their 
family members, as well as being able to bring them into practice. Pupils will learn rhymes to help remember the words and will 

make sentences saying ‘I love ………’ followed a family member
