Key Beliefs:

In Year Two, we will understand why people follow religious
leaders and teachings.

They will observe how living things depend on each
other, for example, plants serving as a source of food
and shelter for animals.

Pupils will compare animals in familiar habitats with
animals found in less familiar habitats, for example, on
the seashore, in woodland, in the ocean, in the
rainforest.

Arabic Studies

Transport: This term pupils in year 2 will focus on the Arabic words for common modes of transport. In addition to the
prepositions ‘above’ and ‘below’ covered last term, the prepositions ‘in front of’ and ‘behind’ will be introduced to enable
children to continue their development in making sentences.

PE

The children will be focus on increasing their range of ball skills, focusing on control and confidence as well as patterns of
movement through dance.

Ball skills: In this unit pupils will develop their fundamental ball skills such as throwing, catching, rolling, hitting a target, dribbling
with both hands and feet and kicking. They will look to perform these skills with increasing control and accuracy using co-
ordination and balance. Pupils will have the opportunity to work independently, in pairs and small groups.

The pupils will also be learning about Health and Nutrition: How a balanced diet is important and how this may impact on their
daily life.

patterns of movement: Pupils explore space and how their body can move to express and idea, mood, character or feeling.
They expand their knowledge of travelling actions and use them in relation to a stimulus. They will build on their understanding
of dynamics and expression. They will use counts of 8 consistently to keep in time with the music and a partner. Pupils will also
explore pathways, levels, shapes, directions, speeds and timing. They will be given the opportunity to work independently and
with others to perform and provide feedback beginning to use key terminology.

Additional Information

PE Uniform: All children should have the school PE kit as this is part of their uniform. This must include trainers or plimsolls.
Children are not allowed to do PE in their school shoes. Children are allowed to come to school in their PE kit on the day they
have PE.
